EXAMINATION PROCEDURES FOR ENTRY TO THE 

INTERNATIONAL SECTION

• London-based pupils will come to our South Kensington site on Saturday 25th April for a test.

• Pupils living abroad will sit the test at their school during the week beginning Monday 27th April.

• We will use an 11+ test from the external company GL Assessment.

• The test is a written, paper-based test. Pupils will read two short texts (each text is roughly one A4 printed
side in length) and then will answer about 60 multiple-choice questions.

• The questions are designed to test pupils on their reading comprehension skills, vocabulary, punctuation,
spelling and grammar.

• The tests are of an advanced/fluent level, so please bear this in mind when submitting an application

• Please note, the sample tests are shorter than the real test and are to illustrate the style and difficulty level
